About the Course

The Brechtian technique is often tricky to teach. Unlike Stanislavski, Brecht is not an “actor’s” director, and it can be difficult to convert his theory into practice. Sometimes teachers find the leap from naturalism to emblematic and physical theatre quite daunting. 
Physical theatre using Brechtian techniques proves extremely effective in the classroom, for pupils of all ages and abilities. It’s visually exciting, rhythmic, choral and choreographic elements have great appeal, and can be used in all styles of writing and devised pieces. It can help students and teachers to think outside the box, and bring stuffy plays to life with adventurous and dynamic ensemble playing. This course is a must for all GCSE and A-Level Drama and English teachers.
In this one-day course, Lisa May (Artistic Director of Bruiser Theatre Company) will provide a hands-on approach, breaking down the myths of Brecht by giving teachers practical ideas for the classroom. 
Teaching aids will include DVD material, workshop activities, teacher handouts, and text based exercises.

Biography
Lisa is the founder and Artistic Director of Belfast based, Bruiser Theatre Company. Established in 1997, Bruiser produces innovative live performance, combining text and physical theatre techniques. Lisa coined Bruiser’s artistic policy of “minimum set for maximum impact”. 
Her style of direction focuses on the actors' ability to engage the audience, without relying on elaborate sets, costume and lighting. Directorial credits for Bruiser include: “Othello”, “Low Pay? Don’t Pay!”, “The Resistible Rise of Arturo Ui” “The Government Inspector”, “Oh, What A Lovely War!”, “The Case of the Frightened Lady”, “Candide” “Blue Remembered Hills”, “The Canterbury Tales”, “Faustus”, “Metamorphosis”, “The Secret Diary of Adrian Mole”, “The Threepenny Opera”, “Confusions”, “The School for Scandal”, “Blood Wedding” and “A Midsummer Night’s Dream” and most recently “Cooking With Elvis”.
She also co-directed the hugely successful “Chronicles Of Long Kesh” for Green Shoot Productions.
